END OF TERM REWARDS

A student’s achievement in each of the nine areas will be allocated Gold, Silver or Bronze. These allocations are given in consultation with a range
of staff and discussed at PBL team meetings. Gold, Silver and Bronze allocations are given a numerical score (Gold = 3 points, Silver = 2 points,
Bronze = 1 point). These scores are added to provide a Grand Total.
The Grand Total will determine end-of-term Gold, Silver or Bronze level (End-of-term Gold = 24 points and over; Silver = 16-23 points; Bronze = 15
and under. A Bus Report is counted as an Incident. Three Incidents in one week = Reflection Room. Five Incidents in one term = Reflection Room.
One Incident in the term = Silver. Two Incidents in the term = Bronze. Three Incidents in the term = Below Bronze.
One referral to the Reflection Room = Below Bronze. The principal’s decision is final.
